A. Certificate of Appropriateness 
1. 1114 N Sheridan Bagby presented application for certificate of appropriateness and supporting documentation. House is circa 1912 and is a contributing house in the Historic District. Property owner would like to install wooden fence 6ft high around back yard. He would also like to attach roof to match the rest of the house over the back deck. Commission members did not see a problem with the wooden fence as all the neighbors have wooden fences. The roof will match the current roof with asphalt shingles and they do not see a problem with that. They commented on how well the property owner has been maintaining the house and see no issues with this application.

2. 1223 N Grant Bagby presented Application for certificate of appropriateness. The owner of 1223 N Grant applied for two separate certificates one for concrete steps which are presented later and was administratively approved and then this one for the railings.  This was done in order for the property owner to begin work.  Bagby presented they would like metal railings. On both sides at the top portion next to the house and on one side on the bottom portion. Discussion followed the commission did not see any issues the concrete steps look wonderful and the railings will not be a problem.

Items of information: 905 Sherman (Signage) Liila presents signage that was attached to the south side of building. Business owners received a permit for the sign through the city’s planning department and failed to apply for a certificate of appropriateness. The sign adversely affects the exterior significant historical and architectural character of the building and is not appropriate or consistent with design of neighborhood. Commission questioned what can be done at this point as they received the proper zoning permits through the city before the historic preservation staff caught it. Commission discussed the removal of sign or fines. Commission agrees that a letter should be written to suggest removal and remind owner that in the future an application for a certificate of appropriateness is required for any exterior improvements to the building. Liila Bagby agrees to write the letter and send it to commission for their review before sending to building owner.
