IV. Public Comments-
	Chris Clapp- Mr. Clapp lives next to the engine house. He expressed his concern for the firehouse he was unsure of what work was being proposed and wanted to make sure care would be taken to preserve structure. He was disappointed that the commission allowed fire house front door and brick to be painted. He would like to see the brick change back to the original color. He had never been informed of these changes. In addition, Piping and air conditioner units had been allowed to be installed in building. Happy that this time he received a 250’ notice, because he had never received one in the past. 

Commission explained that the part of the building that was painted does not negatively affect the building. The commission looks at things that will not permanently affect the structure such as paint and air conditioner units. Those things can be removed.

Commission thanks Mr. Clapp for his comments. 

V. New Business:

A. Certificate of Appropriateness 
1. 915 Grant St. Bagby presented the application for the certificate of appropriateness and supporting documentation. Petitioner would like to replace the door the current door is not original and is missing the glass causing some safety concerns. Would also like to square off the front of the building to allow more room inside.  Marilyn provides the history of the building and informs the commission and petitioner’s that Dick Van Dykes grandmother was the owner of the store. His grandparents owned it and it was a grocery store.  Commission sees no objection and it sounds like this will be a big improvement.

2. 705 Walnut, Firehouse #2 Bagby presented Application for certificate of appropriateness. The petitioner would like to tuck point, and install windows currently there are no windows and moisture is getting in which is a problem. The petitioner will put in a frame the original frames rotted out. Windows and frames will be the same size. Only one window still is there and it is not original was put in the 50’s. Mr. Rainey wants to address the climate control issue as soon as possible. Will keep wood and stain them on inside and aluminum on outside.
