PROCEDURES FOR 
ZONING APPEAL REQUESTS
A.
PROCEDURES:
1.
Any decision regarding the interpretation or enforcement of the provisions of the Zoning Ordinance may be appealed to the Zoning Board of Appeals by any person claiming to be aggrieved thereby. 
2.
In order to initiate the appeals process, an application for zoning appeal must be obtained from the City Clerk.  The application for appeal shall contain the following information:
(a) Identification of the decision being appealed including the section of the Ordinance subject to the appeal;
(b) Identification of the grounds for the appeal including sufficient facts and conditions which serve to notify the Zoning Board of Appeals of the basis for the appeal.
3.
The applicant or his agent shall file the completed application form and supporting documentation with the City Clerk and pay to the City Clerk the filing fee of $75.00.  The City Clerk will schedule the application for a hearing before the Zoning Board of Appeals.  The appeal shall be heard within 45 days of the filing date of the appeal.  Notice of the time and place of the hearing shall be provided to the applicant at least 20 days prior to the hearing.
4.
The applicant shall have notice of the public hearing published one time in a local newspaper of general circulation at least 15 days but no more than 30 days prior to the hearing (form attached).  "Proof of Publication", which is obtained from the newspaper by the applicant upon request, shall be furnished to the Zoning Administrator prior to the hearing.
5.
The hearing shall be held in accordance with the rules and procedures established by the Zoning Board of Appeals.  The Zoning Board of Appeals shall make a determination on the appeal within 30 days of the close of the hearing by furnishing a copy of the determination to both the Zoning Administrator and the applicant.
